Remit: 

The University has a responsibility to maintain, enhance, and develop its estate in a sustainable and 
efficient manner, taking into account the availability of resources and ensuring strategic alignment. 

The University Grounds Advisory Group shall support and advise the institution in this respect, including the 
development of a Conservation Management Plan for the University’s designated landscaped grounds. 
 

Terms of reference: 

1. To consider and advise the University on: 

a. The long-term management of the University’s designated landscaped campus grounds. 
b. The implementation of recommendations from any reports relating to the University’s 

designated landscaped grounds. 
c. Planned estate developments which will have implications for existing landscaped areas of 

significance, and potential options for reinstating the landscaping. 

 

Operation 

The University Executive shall receive regular reports as appropriate via the Chair on the Group’s activities.
