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Robert Hampson is Professor of Modern Literature at Royal Holloway, University of London. He has published extensively on modernist and contemporary literature, in addition to his two monographs on Conrad, Joseph Conrad: Betrayal and Identity and Cross-Cultural Encounters in Joseph Conrad's Malay Fiction, and editions of various works by Conrad, Kipling and Rider Haggard. 
He co-edited The New British Poetries with Peter Barry and has written on Pound, Oppen, Allen Fisher and Tony Lopez. He has recently collaborated with Will Montgomery on an essay on innovation in Modernist Poetry and in co-editing a volume of essays on Frank O'Hara. His own poetry has been published in his selected poems, Assembled Fugitives, and in Seaport. He was a member of the 2008 RAE English Panel.
