Tuition and mandatory fees, where applicable, will be paid directly to the student’s home institution. That is, students will not be paying any fees to the host institution. 
Students are responsible for the personal funding of their visit. Both institutions will make the estimated cost of attendance available to student participants, including estimates for room and board, transportation and other personal expenses. This information will be provided on an internal department document. 
Students are responsible for finding accommodation but both institutions will assist students in finding a suitable place to live. In the case of AU, the Study Abroad Office and Accommodation Services will assist and advise in this respect. 
All students taking part in the exchange will need the approval of their financial sponsor (e.g. AHRC, AU etc).
Students will be required to take out the appropriate travel insurance. 
Students attending Texas A&M University through this exchange will be enrolled in the graduate student health plan, which conforms to guidelines provided by the J-1 visa program.
Exchanges are designed for a semester and length of stay must be registered before the issuance of documents related to student visas. Applications must be received by the deadline of the host institution to facilitate in-country arrangements and visa applications. 
For students attending Texas A&M University, a separate non-degree information form must be completed during the admission process to facilitate issuance of documents needed to apply for a visa to enter the United States. Students will arrange their own Visas after receiving initial acceptance form the host university. Students will arrange their own meetings with the US Embassy in London and will also have to pay the SEVIS fees. Students should be aware that they may be required to provide upfront proof of financial means as part of the application process.
Incoming students would liaise with Nia Jones (International Student Adviser) regarding what type of visa required. If the period is for less than 6 months a Visitor Visa would suffice. They would then be provided with a Host Invitation Letter. (If longer than 6 months, they will require a Tier 4 general student visa for which they would be provided with a CAS number but this should not be applicable as the exchange is for one semester only.)
Incoming students will be recorded as NQPG for the relevant time period.
Outgoing students: Academic Office and the International Office will be informed for their records. Information will be recorded as to their contact supervisor and research plans while in Texas for the relevant time period/
