· The programme is aimed at early career academics (including PhD researchers, new lecturing staff and Research Staff), and staff engaged in supporting academic provision. Accredited by Advance HE, and aligned with Descriptor 1 of the PSF, the Teaching Programme is designed to be a professional teaching qualification for those at AU who have, and will continue to be, actively engaged in teaching or training and development at HE level. Applicants need to detail the teaching they have undertaken in the past and the teaching they are expecting to deliver in the coming academic year. The Application Panel looks for evidence of previous experience of teaching and for enthusiasm in applicants for developing their existing teaching skills, and awards places to those who demonstrate this the most in their applications.  
· A requirement of registration on the Teaching Programme is that you are able to state that you will be engaged in teaching at Aberystwyth University in 2026-7, with sufficient contact hours over the duration of the programme to enable peer observation of your teaching and your own reflection on (and developments to) your current teaching practice.
· The Teaching Programme Team cannot find teaching for you. As well as traditional classroom-based teaching in your department, teaching at AU can include (for example): lab demonstration; online teaching (such as AberOnline); Lifelong Learning tutoring; skills-based training; teaching in another department in an allied discipline.
· At the point of application, we only need your statement that it is likely to be the case that you will have some teaching hours next academic year, and the support of your Head of Department or equivalent.  
· When returning the form to us, please copy in your departmental Director of Learning and Teaching or equivalent. 
· It is a requirement that your application is supported by your HoD, DLT or equivalent. If you are a research student, it is not a requirement that your Supervisor supports your application, but we would advise you to inform them that you wish to take part in the programme.
· We require that participants will be carrying out their teaching for Aberystwyth University. This is a stipulation of our accreditation with Advance HE. If you start to study/work for another institution during the year, we would ask participants to withdraw from the Teaching Programme and join your new institution’s scheme instead – we will help to accredit any work you have already done towards the Teaching Programme. 
· We will be running two cohorts each academic year – September and January. Please indicate on the form which you would like to be considered for.
