If you wish to live and study through the 
medium of Welsh at Aberystwyth, joining 
Undeb Myfyrwyr Cymraeg Aberystwyth 
(UMCA) is the best way to experience the 
close-knit Welsh-speaking community that we 
have here. UMCA is the first Union of its kind 
in Wales and has a rich history of community, 
representation and culture that spans 50 years.

Neuadd Pantycelyn offers accommodation for 
up to 200 students who wish to live through 
the medium of Welsh. A five-minute walk from 
the Penglais campus and town, Pantycelyn is 
the beating heart of Aberystwyth University’s 
vibrant Welsh-speaking community, open 
to Welsh-speaking students and those who 
are looking to learn the Welsh language.
