Technocamps will provide daily and weekly sessions to pupils aged 11 – 19 on a range of exciting topics, including robotics, games development, animation, digital forensics, software development, animation, digital forensics, software development and much more.

Backed with £3.9m from the European Social Fund through the Welsh Assembly Government, Technocamps will deliver a series of outreach programmes to schools and colleges; inspiring young people to study computing-based topics underpinning and aligned with the STEM subjects (Science, Technology, Engineering, Maths) and pursue a career in one of the key strategic areas that drive economic growth and create wealth.

Over 2,600 pupils from across the Convergence area of Wales will get the chance to take part in interactive workshops, develop their technical skills and gain an insight into the wide-range of careers open to them.

Main Duties and Responsibilities

The software technician will be responsible for maintaining and developing Technocamps software systems at a regional level and supporting the hub team with technical requirements at local events and workshops.

This will include:

· Work with the core University ICT staff and the project's central office in Swansea to develop appropriate solutions to ensure compatible system requirements at the hub

· Develop software to support the Technocamps activities in collaboration with the team

· Liaise with the hardware technician to ensure that appropriate software and hardware solutions are selected

· Support the set up of the Technocamps lab and workshops and to ensure the continued smooth running of the facility, by day to day maintenance of all software and network systems

· Provide technical support and general maintenance of staff computers and equipment at the hub

· Make recommendations to the team in respect of technical requirements at the hub

· Provide technical support at regional Technocamps events (this may include some travel and evening work)

· Managing regular backups of local Technocamps software and data

· Prepare relevant technical, training and disaster recovery documentation for use at a local level

· Offer advice and training on software and perform updates as required 

· Any other duties as required by the regional co-ordinator
