Software Development and Image Processing Support Posts

Plymouth Marine Laboratory (PML) provides an integrated scientific understanding, addressing interactions between the marine environment and people to sustain marine ecosystems, their services and societal benefits. We are looking to fill two additional posts for a one year contract starting July 2011, which are available within the PML Remote Sensing Group. The Remote Sensing Group is involved in processing data and imagery from aircraft and a variety of satellite ocean colour and temperature instruments for marine scientists in Plymouth, the UK and in Europe. 
If successful you will assist in development and improvement of:
· Data processing and distribution systems (primarily scripting in Python, Perl or shell)

· Image analysis software, particularly for the automation of aircraft and satellite data analysis (using C, Linux, Python, Perl and the Interactive Data Language IDL); 

· User-friendly GUIs to the software (using web technologies, Python, Java and IDL); 

· Web sites and database software development (using PHP, Javascript, XML, PostgreSQL, …)

· Software for web-delivery of images using the latest techniques, including Open Geospatial Consortium (OGC) and Google Earth standards.

· Image processing support to environmental research scientists, e.g. NEODAAS service
· Pre- and post-processing software packages such as visualisation tools and data analysis software
Candidates should be undertaking an undergraduate degree that has a considerable computing component, and should have strong skills and interest in programming (which will be tested at interview), ideally but not essentially in C, Perl or Python in a Linux environment. Appropriate training in remote sensing and image analysis will be provided. Opportunities to develop personal interests in computing will be encouraged within the overall context of the group’s activities. 
If successful you will have a dedicated Linux workstation; additional facilities include other Linux workstations, 36-node Linux Sun Grid Engine cluster and 250 TB disk space. The group is the largest at PML, comprising 24 of the approx. 140 staff. Both PML and the nearby University of Plymouth offer an active student life with many social opportunities, and in particular, marine sports. Plymouth itself has many cultural and social amenities, while its proximity to Dartmoor and Cornwall offers great scope for outdoor pursuits.
